Undergraduate Scholarships for First Year Students Enrolled at the 

University of Saskatchewan 
 
Eligibility 

• Parent(s) or applicant are a registered pulse producer (i.e. They have sold or grown pulses in the last two 
years) 

• Immediate family of current SPG Directors and staff are not eligible 
• Accepted as  a full time student at the University of Saskatchewan in the first year of an undergraduate 

program that is associated with the pulse industry or agriculture (example: Agriculture, Natural 
Sciences, Engineering, Nutrition) 
 

Selection Criteria 

• Academic achievement:  Minimum Grade 12 average of 70% based on official transcripts 
• Interest in pursuing a career related to agriculture 
• Demonstrated leadership 
• Contributions to school and community life 

 

Application Requirements 

• Official high school transcripts  
• Proof of acceptance to the University of Saskatchewan  
• Written essay of a maximum of 500 words on: 

o Career plans and how applicant plans to contribute to agriculture industry 
o Situations where the applicant has demonstrated leadership 
o Contributions the applicant has made to school and community life 

Value 

• A total of five scholarships are available (one award per person) for $5,000 each 
• Scholarship is a one-time entry award for first year students only
